(food, clothing, housing, vehicles and craft machines),
Zakat only becomes obligatory when the amount of
money owned at the end of each lunar year reaches

or exceeds a minimum amount called the <uai Nisaab.
Zakat is not obligatory if the amount owned is less than
this Nisaab.

o The Nisab of gold and golden currency is 20
J&is, which is approximately 85 grams of pure gold (1
mithqal = 4.25 grams). The << of silver and silver cur-
rency is 200 dirhams, which is approximately 595 grams
of pure silver. The Nisaab of modern day kinds of mon-

ey and currency (£ $ €) should scaled to that of gold, i.e.

—the current price of 85 grams of 999-type (pure) gold,
on the day in which Zakat is paid.

. Zakat is not a favour given to the poor by the
rich. Rather, it is their right; a right of the poor on the
wealth of the rich. Zakat is therefore unlike optional
charity (Sadaqah) which is to give wealth voluntarily to
the needy.

To withold Zakat is to deprive the poor of their rightful
share. Thus the person who pays Zakat actually purifies
his wealth by separating from it the portion that is not
rightfully his (belongs to the poor).

8 ELIGIBLE RECIPIENTS

. Zakat is due only on Muslim citizens only and
can only be distributed to the eight eligible beneficia-

ries (dﬁlai) specified in verse 60 of Surah At-Tawbah:

1. The Poor «!34l): Those without any means of
livelihood and material possessions.

2. The Needy Sl Those without sufficient
means of livelihood to meet their basic necessities.

3. Those who administer them oaée\ij\: The Collec-
tors and distributors.

4, Those whose hearts need winning e@—uh ‘ujyj\
Those whose hearts are inclined towards or have ac-
cepted Islam.

5. To free Captives/Slaves @7 3

6. Those who are in debt o.-.LeJGj‘: Those who bor-
rowed to pay for basic necessities so that he/she can
lead a normal life.

7. For the cause of God 4 Jus 2 To finance
any form of struggle or work for the love of God e.g.
Da’wah; defending Muslims, sponsoring a student’s
educational expenses.

8. Stranded Wayfarer Jaidl 53 To help a travel-
er facing difficulties in continuing his journey due to
reasons such as loss of money or the breakdown of his
vehicles etc.

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Conversion to Islam:
mar became Muslim in 616 AD, one year
fter the Migration to Abyssinia, when he
as 27 years old. He accepted Islam three
\days after Hamzah (R.A.), the Prophet’s
iuncle. At that time the Muslims numbered
ust 39. Umar (R.A.) said:
I remember that when | became
Muslim, there were just 39 men with the
Messenger of Allah (S.AW.), and | brought
he number to forty.»
Abdullah Ibn Masood (R.A.) said:
«Umanrs becoming a Muslim was a
victory, his migration was support, and his
caliphate was a mercy. We felt a sense of
\pride when Umar became Muslim, for we

N
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could not pray or perform Tawaaf around
the Ka’ba until Umar became Muslim.
Thereafter, he fought the unbelievers until
they left us alone and let us pray.»

His (Open) Migration to Madinah:

When Umar (R.A.) decided migrate to
Madinah, he insisted on doing so openly.
Ibn Abbas (R.A.) said:

«Ali bin Abi Talib said to me:

<I do not know of any of the migrants who
did not migrate in secret, except Umar ibn
Al-Khattab. When he decided to migrate,
he put on his sword, put his bow over

his shoulder, picked up his arrows and
carried his stick. He went out to the Kaaba,
where several Quraish were gathered

in its courtyard and performed Tawaaf,

at a leisurely pace. Then he went to the
Magam [Place or the stone on which
Ibrahim (A.S.) stood while he was building
the Kaaba] and prayed tranquilly. Then he
went to the circles of people, one by one,
and said to them, <May your faces become
ugly! Allah will only rub theses noses in
the dust. Whoever wants his mother to be
bereft of him and his children to become
orphans and his wife to become a widow,

let him meet me

behind this valley.’ Ali
said, <No one followed
him except a few of
those who were weak
and oppressed. He
taught them and told
them about Islam, then
he went on his way.»
His Title “Al-Farooq”:
Umar was an expert
jurist and is best known
for his justice, in the
same way for Muslims
and non-Muslims. This
value earned him the
title of ‘Al- Farooq’ (the
one who distinguishes
between right and
wrong)-

His Reign as Caliph:

He was the first Caliph
to be nominated

as «Leader of the

Believers». His achievements, during his
reign as Caliph, are so many and cannot
be mentioned in this article. However,
following are some highlights of his
accomplishments during the tenure of his
Khilaafah':

1. He is the one who founded the Lunar
Calendar (Hijri Year i-e according to the
date of Prophet Mohammads (S.A.W.)
migration to Madinah).

2. In his era Islam gained a great position,
as the Islamic Empire expanded at an
unprecedented rate ruling the whole Iraq,
Egypt, Libya, Tripoli, Persia, Khurassan,
Eastern Anatolia, South Armenian and
Sajistan. Jerusalem (our first Qiblah) was
conquered during his reign along with the
whole Sassanid Persian Empire and two
thirds of the Eastern Roman Empire.

3. Introduction and implementation of
different Political and civil administration
jobs such as Chief Secretary (Khatib),
Military Secretary (Khatib-ud Diwaan),
Revenue Collector (Saahib-ul Kharaj),
Police Chief (Saahib-ul Ahdaath), Treasury
Officer (Saahib Baitil-Maal) and many
other official posts.

4. Umar (R.A.) was the first to establish a
special department for the investigation
of complaints against the officers of the
State.

5. Umar (R.A.) was the first to introduce
the public ministry system, where the
records of officials & soldiers were kept.
He was also the first person ever to
appoint police forces to keep civil order.
Another important aspect of Umans
(R.A.) rule was that he banned any of his
governors/officials from engaging in trade
or any sort of business dealings whilst
being in a position of power.
