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Quran and science

The Holy Quran has been sent as a miracle to man-
kind, guiding humans through the complex nature of
this world. Since the dawn of humanity spanning many
great civilizations we have been constantly trying to
make sense of how we came to be and the methods in
which the world around us operates. Thankfully, due to
the spectacular revelation sent by Allah # in the form
of the Quran there are many scientific certainties that
we have come to discover. This article will explore the
relationship of science and the Quran, investigating the
scientific realities it has to offer.

Creation of the universe

It is widely accepted by astrophysicists that the creation
of the universe was due to the ‘Big Bang Theory’. The
Big Bang theory suggests that the universe was a sin-
gular piece of mass (Primary Nebula). Then there was
a ‘Big Bang’ a Secondary Separation which caused the
dense mass the universe was to explode and form gal-
axies. Eventually the galaxies divided to form stars, plan-
ets, the sun, the moon, etc. The origin of the universe
is undoubtedly special, it is incomprehensible to think
that something so perfect could have been created by
chance. The Qur’an contains the following verse, regard-
ing the origin of the universe:
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“Are the disbelievers not aware that the heavens and
the earth used to be joined together and that We ripped
them apart, that We made every living thing from wa-
ter? Will they not believe?” [Qur’an 21:30].

It is extraordinary to see such a claim be made over
1400 years ago, Allah % describes the formation of the
Primary Nebula, ‘...and the earth were joined together’.
Then continues to describe the actual ‘Big Bang’ where
the initial mass exploded and created galaxies, ‘...before
we clove them asunder?’.

The spherical shape of the earth

Before modern day science and technology early civili-
zations used to believe the earth was flat. For example
the Egyptians in 800 BC thought the world was a flat disk
floating in an endless ocean, or the ancient mediterra-
neans who had more of a 3D view of the world brought
about by the early Greek philosopher Anixmander who
believed the world was a short fat cylinder with a flat
top.

Ponder upon the following Quranic verse regarding the
alternation of day and night: 3 Juf &Jgb @l &1 55 @ff
Jl &3 B 5385 Guadl shas Jall § SWT @els LW
s Selasd Wy A s pak J->l “[Prophet], do you not
see that God causes the night to merge into day and the
day to merge into night; that He has subjected the sun
and the moon, each to run its course for a stated term;
that He is aware of everything you [people] do?” [Quran
31:29]. The use of the word merging indicates that the
day gradually changes to the night and vice versa, such
intricate movement of the day and night cycle is only
possible to take place if the earth was spherical. If the
earth were to be flat there would be a sudden change
from day and night.

The spherical nature of the earth is further alluded to in

the Quran in surah Az-Zumar: O:JL ;,bﬁ"l} gl Gls
ol R« JaT Je 5@ 35855 ) Je Ul 558 -
ST 35l 5 VTu Ak UsY 50 I - 5aETs

“He created the heavens and earth for a true purpose;
He wraps the night around the day and the day around

the night; He has subjected the sun and moon to run

their courses for an appointed time; He is truly the
Mighty, the Forgiving.” [Quran 39:5]. The word Kawwara
355 which is used in this ayah to describe the shape of
the universe means to ‘roll up’ or ‘coil’ similar to the way
a spring coils. The overlapping or coiling of the day and
night can only take place if the earth is spherical.

@33 &3 435 397 “And the earth, moreover, Hath He
made egg shaped.” 2 [Quran 79:30]. The shape of the
earth is further described to be in the shape of an egg,
specifically an ostrich egg. The shape of an ostrich-egg
resembles the geo-spherical shape of the earth. Thus
the Quran correctly describes the shape of the earth,
despite the consensus at the time the Quran was re-
vealed that the earth is flat.

The constant expanding of the universe

It is now known to be a scientific fact that the galaxies
outside of our own are moving away from us, and the
ones that are farthest away are moving the fastest. This
means that no matter what galaxy you happen to be in,
all the other galaxies are moving away from you, result-
ing in the universe constantly expanding!

It was American astronomer Edwin Hubble who made
this observation in 1925, proving that there is a direct
relationship between the speeds of distant galaxies and
their distances from Earth. This observation has come to
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be known as Hubble’s law that galaxies are moving away
from the Earth at speeds proportional to their distance.
The expansion of the universe is now an established sci-
entific fact. This is what the Quran says regarding the

The Arabic word Ogawgd)
musi‘n is correctly trans-
lated as ‘expanding it’, and it
refers to the creation of the
expanding vastness of the
universe.
It is intriguing to see this
great miracle which is men-
tioned in the Quran to be
' consistently reaffirmed by
science. The University of
Minnesota recently con-
ducted a study wherein it
used a first-of-its-kind technique to measure the ex-
pansion rate of the Universe. Their data provide insight
into a longstanding debate in the field of astronomy and
could help scientists more accurately determine the
Universe’s age and better understand the cosmos.
In astronomy, there are two precise measurements of
the expansion of the Universe, also called the “Hubble
constant.” One is calculated from nearby observations
of supernovae, and the second uses the “cosmic micro-
wave background,” or radiation that began to stream
freely through the Universe shortly after the Big Bang.
However, these two measurements differ by about 10%,
which has caused widespread debate among physicists
and astronomers. If both measurements are accurate,
that means scientists’ current theory about the make-
up of the universe is incomplete.
Hence the team was able to calculate this value us-
ing data from a supernova discovered by Kelly in 2014
the first ever example of a multiple imaged superno-
va, meaning that the telescope captured four different
images of the same cosmic event. After the discovery,
teams around the world predicted that the superno-
va would reappear at a new position in 2015, and the
University of Minnesota team detected this additional
image.
“The researchers’ findings don’t absolutely settle the
debate”, but they do provide more insight into the prob-
lem and bring physicists closer to obtaining the most ac-
curate measurement of how old the Universe is.
Finally Stephen Hawking, in his book, ‘A Brief History
of Time’, says, “The discovery that the universe is ex-
panding was one of the great intellectual revolutions of
the 20th century.” The Quran mentioned the expansion
of the universe, before man even learnt to build a tele-
scope!
Subhanallah! It is fascinating to see the diverse coverage
of all aspects of life within the Quran, even up to the
sciences of the world that we have come to know of as
a human species.
